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Oak Gall Ink 

_________________________________________________________________________________________

TOOLS:
Pestel and mortar
Cheesecloth
Pot and spoon
Stovetop
Jar with lid

MATERIALS:
50 gms 		  Oak galls
250 mls		  Boiling water
20 gms		  Iron sulphate powder or tablets (or iron-rich rocks)

STEPS:
Crush the oak galls in a pestle and mortar, pour the boiling water over them. 

Leave this to cool and then wait for approximately 24 hours before straining and stirring in the iron 
sulphate.

If you are using iron rich rocks these can be added to the hot water and gall mixture.

Store your ink in an air-tight container.
