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Sidewalk Paint
For younger kids, using paint instead of chalk to decorate the sidewalk is easier. You’ll also have a 
greater variety of colors as you can combine them and make your own shades.

To make this even easier, use zip top bags to hold your pre-measured cornstarch to keep it air tight. 
You can even mix this in the bag!

TOOLS:
Bowl
Whisk
Paint tray or cups

MATERIALS:
Cornstarch, 1/4 cup
Water, 1/4 cup
Food colors

STEPS:
1.	 Mix your cornstarch and water with the whisk until the cornstarch completely dissolves. Adjust 

the amount of cornstarch and water until the paint is thick enough that it “drizzles” from the 
whisk. 

2.	 Add your food color. The more you add, the brighter your colors will be. When you’ve achieved 
the color you want, place your color in the tray or cups.

NOTE: 
Standard “food colors” tend to look more pastel. Use Wilton gels if you want intense color.
